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After my recent invitation in this column 
welcoming constituents and community groups 
to visit the Houses of Parliament, my mailbag has 
been overflowing with letters and emails from 
all across East Surrey. With the mesmerising 
intricacies of the architecture and centuries of 
British history enveloping every room, it was a 
wonderful joy to welcome the near two dozen 
farmers who made the trek to London. They 
all had plenty to say about the MPs who work 
here – but to be courteous to this magazine’s 
editorial guidelines, I’ll leave those words to your 
imagination! 

On the subject of tours, it was a pleasure to bring Kemi Badenoch to Godstone a few weeks ago 
to hear from some of the local business owners who have faced such disruption this past year. 
Never-ending increases to business rates has been a particular worry, so to have the Valuation 
Office Agency pass the buck to Tandridge District Council after my request for a rates taper was 
disappointing. In any case, I have written now to TDC’s Chief Executive to repeat my request on 
behalf of Godstone businesses.
My Godstone traffic management survey has also now closed. Thank you to the over four hundred 
village residents who took the time to submit their thoughts. This mammoth response shows the 
strong sense of feeling locally, which I will put to Surrey County Council. You can keep up to date 
with my traffic campaign and conversations with SCC on my Facebook page. 
I also had some cracking days out knocking on doors and chatting to residents ahead of the 
local elections on the 7th May. In Merstham it was great to stick my head into the boxing gym – 
certainly a formidable bunch! I’m glad thanks to Cllr Mus Tary working with the gym, the eyesore 
front boarding is going to be tidied up soon. I was also in Smallfield, where unauthorised traveller 
developments and noxious fires were top of people’s minds. I’m pleased to say that after five 
months of determined badgering, the Housing and Planning Minster has finally agreed to meet with 
me. Fingers crossed the Government begins to recognise the impact this lawlessness is having 
on rural communities across the country, but most importantly here in East Surrey. If you have any 
questions you would like me to ask the Minister, please send them to me here: claire.coutinho.
